and re-engineer the international cooperation activities strategically, and so
on.

And then, the direction of negotiation, which are about vocational high
school, junior college, cyber university, lifelong education center in
university, and vocationa training institute, is proposed.

Finaly, the necessty of establishment of the consolidation of
governmental regulation and supporting mechanism is aso proposed for
the reinforcement of educationa competitiveness and educational
marketing power internationally. For these, lots of ideas are proposed.
Such are to set up the legal ground on educationa internationalization, to
edablish the education quality assurance system, the reorganize the
national qualification system, to set-up the plan to prevent the consumer

damages, and so on.
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
